Article 2:   Citizen’s Petition – Purchase of Camp Virginia - $1,050,000
To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate, transfer from available funds, borrow or otherwise provide, the sum of One Million and Fifty Thousand Dollars ($1,050,000) or any other amount, and pursuant to Massachusetts General Laws Chapter 44, Section 8C, authorize the Board of Selectmen to purchase for park purposes, by negotiated purchase or otherwise, a certain property together with buildings thereon, known as Camp Virginia, at 96 Hudson Road, consisting of approximately 50 acres of  a 56 acre property shown as Parcel 15 on Assessors Map 3D; that said land be conveyed to said Town under the provisions of Massachusetts General Laws, Chapter 45, Section 3, and as it may hereafter be amended and other Massachusetts statutes relating to recreation, to be managed and controlled by the Board of Selectmen of Bolton; that the Board of Selectmen be authorized to file on behalf of the Town of Bolton any and all applications for grants and /or reimbursements from the Commonwealth of Massachusetts deemed necessary under the Parkland Acquisitions and Renovations for Communities (formerly Urban Self-Help) Act (301 CMR 5.00) and/or any others in any way connected with the scope of this Article; 
That the Board of Selectmen be authorized to convey a perpetual conservation restriction in accordance with M.G.L. Chapter 184 Sections 31-32 to Sudbury Valley Trustees, Inc.; and the Board of Selectmen be authorized to enter into all agreements and execute any and all instruments as may be necessary on behalf of the Town of Bolton to effect said purchase. 

Provided, however, that the funds appropriated hereunder shall not be expended unless the Town is approved for a Parkland Acquisitions and Renovations for Communities (PARC) grant from the Massachusetts Division of Conservation Services or the amount of any such grant plus any amounts raised privately equal at least $400,000; and to meet that appropriation transfer from available funds the sum of $17,500, and the Treasurer be authorized, with the approval of the Board of Selectmen, to borrow up to $1,050,000 pursuant to Massachusetts General Laws, Chapter 44 Section 7(3), or any other authority, contingent on the Town voting to exempt from the limitation on total taxes imposed by Massachusetts General Laws, Chapter 59, Section 21C, amounts required to pay the principal of, and interest on, the borrowing authorized by this vote, and do or act relating thereto.

Sponsor:  Citizen’s Petition

Summary:  The Girl Scouts closed Camp Virginia in 2013.  The article authorizes purchase of the 50-acre property by the town as a park including beach frontage, existing camp buildings, and other open land for active recreational activities.  The purchase would be contingent on the town’s receiving the PARC grant, to be announced in mid-December 2017, or equivalent fundraising prior to closing.  In order to receive the PARC grant, the town must approve the article prior to December 31, 2017.  The purchase would also be contingent on a majority vote at a debt exclusion override election.  The closing would occur as soon as feasible in early 2018, after which the $400,000 reimbursement grant would be paid to the town to reduce the amount of the debt.  Camp Virginia would add significantly to the amount of parkland available in Bolton (now approximately 15 acres) and provide opportunities for swimming, canoeing and kayaking, camping, cross-country skiing, snowshoeing, hiking, picnicking, family gatherings, and similar recreational activities.
